In 2023, the institute allocated a total of €6,549,753 to sustainability-related initiatives. The budget covered multiple areas, including facilities, transportation, personnel, infrastructure, research, and sustainability events.
Significant funding was dedicated to sustainability personnel (€4,620,413), including dedicated staff and faculty.
